Oskar Nedbal (1874-1930)

Skladatel Oskar Nedbal patii vedle Josefa Suka a Vitézslava Novaka k nejvyznamnéjsim
zakdim Antonina Dvoiaka. Narodil se v jihoteském Taboie v rodiné Karla Nedbala,
vyrazné osobnosti taborského kulturniho zivota a zakladatele Filharmonického
spolku, ktery od roku 1877 existuje dodnes (pod nazvem Komorni orchestr Bolech).
Oskar Nedbal s timto télesem pravidelné spolupracoval jako violista a dirigent jiz od
svych prazskych konzervatornich studii. Profesiondalni mezinarodni hudebni kariéru
rozvinul jiz v devadesatych letech 19. stoleti jako violista slavného Ceského kvarteta.
0d roku 1906 do vzniku Ceskoslovenské republiky (1918) plisobil ve Vidni jako dirigent
Tonklnstlerorchestru. Spolupracoval téz s fadou vynikajicich zahrani¢nich divadelnich
a symfonickych orchestrli (véetné Ceské filharmonie) a brzy si vydobyl renomé svétové
uznavaného dirigenta. Jeho skladby z mladi jsou vénovany pifedevsim komornimu oboru
(pisné, skladby pro klavir, housle, violoncello) a nepravem stoji v pozadi jeho pozdéjsi
Uspésné tvorby jevistni (balety, operety). Od roku 1923 pusobil v ¢ele Slovenského
narodniho divadla v Bratislavé. Pfestoze vyrazné pozdvihl uméleckou droven tohoto
divadla, finan¢ni problémy vyfesit nemohl. Pod jejich tlakem a vlivem nemoci ukontil
svij zivot sebevrazdou v chorvatském Zahiebu.

Oskar Nedbal (1874-1930)

The composer Oskar Nedbal is one of the most important pupils of Antonin Dvorak,
after Josef Suk and Vitézslav Novak. He was born in the south Bohemian town of
Téabor, the son of Karel Nedbal, who was a leading personality of the cultural life of
Tabor. In 1877 Karel Nedbal founded the Philharmonic Assaciation, which still exists
today as the Bolech Chamber Orchestra. Oskar Nedbal collaborated with this orchestra
regularly as a violist and conductor while pursuing his conservatory studies in Prague.
His international musical career was already well established by the last decade of the
19th century, when he was the violist of the famed Czech Quartet. From 1906 until the
creation of the Czechoslovak Republicin 1918 he was waorking in Vienna, then the capital
of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, as the conductor of the Tonkunstler Orchestra. He
collaborated with a number of other theatrical and symphonic orchestras abroad, as well
as with the Czech Philharmonic, and he soon gained renown as a celebrated conductor
in the eyes of the waorld. In his youth he produced many chamber compositions, such
as songs and works for piano, violin and violoncello. Unfortunately, these works have
languished in the shadow of his later works for musical theater, including his ballets and
operettas. After 1923 he was the director of the Slovak National Theater in Bratislava.
Although he greatly improved the artistic qualities of the theater, he was never able to
resolve its critical financial situation. The stress that resulted from this, combined with
his ill health, led to his death by suicide in Zagreb (Croatia).

He has founded Trio Soleil
with Elisabeth Westenholz (piano) and Niels Thomsen (clarinet), a trio which has
released a CD with works by Mozart, Schumann and Bruch. In 1995 Tim Frederiksen was
appointed Professor of viola and chamber music at the Royal Danish Academy of Music
in Copenhagen.
